Darling
was named 2019 Stage Magician of the Year by the Academy of Magical Arts Magic Castle in
Los Angeles and has also appeared on Penn & Teller: Fool Us. Darling is a 10-time award-
winning entertainer featured in the Guinness Book of World Records (2014), Ripley’s Believe it
or Not (2015), and the star of the Super Channel documentary Carisa Hendrix: Girl on Fire,
which tells the true story of the struggle to create her 2016 Las Vegas magic show.

In 2019, Darling was the recipient of the prestigious Allan Slaight award and voted Stage
Magician of the Year at the Magic Castle. She set the Guinness World Record for how long she
could hold a lit torch in her mouth, and in 2017, Darling won Best Comedy Magic Show at the
Melbourne Magic Festival.
